	SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS 
Look for application on line-FosterJacksonJones website
1. Must be a graduating high school senior with a grade point average of 2.5 or better.
2. Must be the direct descendant of a Foster, Jackson or Jones;
3. Must be accepted at an accredited 2 or 4 year College or University;
4. Must be a student in good standing in school and community;
5. Must submit an essay, 300 words or less, on the importance of family;
6. Must submit a copy of your high school transcript.
7. A letter of recommendation from a teacher and a school counselor are required when submitting the scholarship application.
8. Students must attend 2 reunions prior to receiving the scholarship funds
***Qualification letters will be available at the reunion.  The scholarship committee will be contacting prior recipients for updates
***A letter of recommendation from a teacher and a school counselor are required when returning the scholarship application.

***The deadline for returning completed scholarship forms is March 1 of each reunion year.

***Awarded scholarship checks will be mailed directly to the applicant's College of matriculation.
